The letters for this month are:  
K, V, U, E.  You can help your child to learn these letters by pointing them out in words that you use everyday.  Or, play “I Spy” while driving in the car.  Look for these letters on signs that you pass.
The numbers this month are: 
11.12.13   Write numbers 1-13 on Paper.  Place the slips of paper in a bag and shake them up.  Dump the numbers in a pile and invite your child to put them in order.   Count up to each number together.  
The Shapes this month are:

OCTAGON & OVAL.  You can reinforce the oval shape by cooking with eggs and octagon every time you see a stop sign.  Another option is to allow your child to go through books looking for ovals and octagons.
The Color of the month is:

BLUE   Consider coloring your child’s bath water blue using bath tablets.  Invite your child to wash dishes in the blue water.  Use food coloring to make blue milk and see if your child thinks it tastes different.
