The numbers are: 
7 & 8 (siete, ocho).  Write numbers 1-8 on a slip of paper.  Place the slips of paper in a bag and shake them up.  Invite your child to draw a number from the bag and name that number.  Count up to each number together.  
The Shape of the month is:

RECTANGLE.  You can reinforce the rectangle shape with your child by building with a variety of rectangular blocks.  Another option is to collect a variety of rectangular boxes to build with, such as cereal boxes, checkbook boxes, and shoe boxes.
The Color of the month is:

BROWN.  Snack on brown foods to reinforce the color brown.  Suggestions include chocolate milk, graham crackers, peanut butter, pretzels or whole wheat toast.  Take a walk and see how many brown items you can find.  Make a brown collage.

Activities for home:

~Talk to your child about bedtime and sleep.  Ask your child to talk about any dreams he or she may have.  Was it a happy or silly dream, or was it a little scary?  Dreams can be very realistic for children.  Explore your child’s feelings associated with dreams and be ready to clear up any misconceptions!  

Nightmares and a dark room can turn bedtime into a scary time.  Help them deal with these fears by talking about them!  For children who are struggling, keep a few bottles of “Magic Monster Spray” handy!  Fill an empty spray bottle with water and add a few drops of vanilla or other scent.
